expression. The mural created represents 
the learning that has taken place within 
the classroom/program, and will help to 

address cultural barriers between 
teachers and students.

hoping to bridge the gap 

between HWS students and 
Geneva students. They also 

wanted to display the different 
identities and cultures of the 

people in the community.
